Applications are taken on a first come ba-
sis until we receive 22 candidates on either
side. After that number is received, we put
the rest on a waiting list until the deadline
(2 weeks before send-off). Then we take
the last 8 spots and fill them with the old-
est candidates first. Early submission in-
creases chances of getting in.
